All	Students	(excluding	acting	and	male	students)	Will	require	Tan	footed	tights	for	the	dress	
rehearsal	and	concert	day.	Tights	are	to	be	purchased	from	either	Spangles	Dancewear	or	Bloch.	
These	are	the	same	tights	that	were	worn	last	year,	if	you	still	have	them	please	check	for	holes.	
Let	the	sales	assistants	know	you	are	from	The	Tap	Scene	and	they	will	point	you	in	the	right	direction.	
There	are	many	different	type	of	tights	on	offer,	so	be	sure	to	ask	for	help.	Please	have	your	tights	by	
the	dress	rehearsal.
